Description of the Course:  Math III continues students’ study of advanced algebraic concepts including functions, polynomials, rational expressions, geometry, trigonometry, and basic statistics.  Students will be expected to describe and translate among graphic, algebraic, numeric, and verbal representations of relations and use those representations to solve performance tasks used with the Common Core curriculum.   
Behavior:  Show respect for your classmates and staff members.  Contribute positively to classroom activities.  Attend and be on time for class everyday.  Be seated and prepared by bringing your assigned homework and supplies each day.

Materials:  Pencils, red/black pen, 3-ring binder (1 ½ inch), dividers, loose leaf paper, graph paper (optional), and graphing calculator (TI-83+ or TI-84, 4 AAA batteries).  Note:  A graphing calculator is necessary for this course.  (Optional: boxes of Kleenex, Clorox wipes, and AirWick air fresheners.)
Expectations: Homework is assigned on a daily basis. It will be checked for completeness and/or correctness. Always be prepared!  All papers should be handed in on time and in pencil. Late assignments will only be accepted one day late at a grade of 50.  Any assignment completed after that time or in ink will be counted as 0%.  Otherwise, the CMS absence policy below will be followed.
Absence:  If you have an absence, arrangements for make-up work should be made before or within one week of your return.  Any school initiated absence, such as a field trip, club gathering, or officer prep, … etc. does not excuse you from any assignment or test.
1. It is your responsibility to get all work missed due to an absence.  All assignments can be found on your homework calendar.

2. If you are absent on the day of a test, you will do a makeup test during class on a day within 5 days of the test. (No tests will be given afterschool.)  The missed test must be taken before the NEXT scheduled test!
3. If you are absent the day of a review, you will take the test as scheduled.
4. Recovery time will be required for absences in excess of ten.  (This includes excused absences.)

Also, an absence the class before a test does not excuse you from a test (must be 2 or more consecutive days). You are responsible for any material that you may have missed as it will be assessed on a quiz or test. Always check my website to get assignments.
